History of the TNT Commission

For the past decade, AATF has been vigorously promoting the use of
technology to enhance the teaching of French language and culture. In Fall
1990, the "Telematics Commission" was established by the AATF Executive
Council with the primary mission of providing AATF members with information
and training for use of Minitel services in teaching French.

In cooperation with the French Ministére des Affaires Etrangéres and its
network of Linguistic Attachés in the United States, the Telematics
Commission has organized numerous workshops for training in Minitel and
Internet technologies. With the sponsorship of the MAE, the commission
established the "Exploration Minitel Research Awards" during the 1992-93
academic year and the "Teaching with Internet Awards" in 1994-95. The
Telematics Commission established the AATF Gopher in Fall 1994, followed, in
Fall 1995, by the AATF World Wide Web site, to provide general association
news and information in addition to online technology support.

A web page entitled "Frequently Asked Questions about the Teaching with
Internet Awards" was created in Fall 1994 to provide guidance for members
participating in the 1994-95 award program. That page was the origin of this
current "Teaching French with Technology” site, established in July 2000.
The commission changed its name to the "Telematics and New Technologies
Commission" in Fall 1995 as a reflection of its expanded mission to support a
wider range of technologies.

Why texting?

ATexting fits many of the char a
Immediate, fun, connected, random, real world implications,
etc.

A 1t builds knowledge of phonetics and pronunciation because
students have to work to figure out the texts.

A It increases knowledge of grammar because students have to
figure out the proper French to understand the text in many
cases (cheé pas, for example).

A Students work on typing accents and learning the technology
of texting in French.

A Texting has become a primary means of communication in
France, even among digital immigrants and in business
contexts. Students need to know about this cultural aspect
and be prepared to participate appropriately.

A 10 minutes: With a partner, they go through the worksheet

and try to see how many 0t ext
proper French, then by writing an English equivalent).



Day of texting (conbo

A5 minutes: We now look at the answer sheet
(consult french.about.com for ideas). Laughter
and jokes ensue.

A5 minutes: They are now asked to text each other.
We read aloud some of the texts. Someone
usually picks a funny / obscure one from the list.

AThe rest of the class is spent on our regularly
scheduled work. BUT, they are asked to text each
other throughout the class to make comments,
always in French. As people receive texts, they
report on what was shared.

4. Negotiate text and audio/visual content from beginning to end to
co-author the video;

5. Commit to the co-ownership of the content of the video;
Produce a video, not just watch a video, to share with their peers;

7. Share their creative work with the broader
audience/community of the web.
